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TRUAX PRINTING UPGRADES PRESS WITH
A NEW FOUR-COLOR TENSOR TOWER

WOODRIDGE, IL (February 11, 2009) – Tensor Group, Inc., a premier U.S. manufacturer of single-width web offset press equipment, installed one T-1400 series four-high tower at Truax Printing Inc., a renowned commercial printing firm in Loudonville, Ohio.  


The Tensor four-color tower was added to a Goss Community pressline this past December, replacing two Goss mono units.  The upgraded line now includes three mono units and the new Tensor tower, printing a variety of 16-48 page signature magazine publications and directories that are perfect-bound or saddle-stitched off-line.  Prepress strategy involves CTP thermal plate-making and stochastic screening to boost the print quality further.
A UV curing system for the new 4-high will be installed by next year for production using coated and semi-coated stocks.

Tom Truax, president of Truax Printing, expressed his satisfaction with the quality and performance of the Tensor tower.  “We immediately saw a savings in make-ready and a reduction in our spoilage,” stated Tom.  “The uniquely engineered Tensor design, quality of machining and the ergonomic benefits definitely have met the expectations we formed when we toured operating Tensor sites and other press OEM sites.  The fact that the Tensor equipment is manufactured and assembled completely in the U.S., and Tensor continues to use only very 
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high-quality inputs and materials in production were also big factors we considered when faced with the final purchasing decision.”
Tom further noted, “We enjoyed a comfortable rapport with Rick Boate of Offset Web Systems, Inc., Tensor’s long-time sales agent, and we really came to value Rick’s straightforward and honest manner.”  Rick worked with Truax personnel to determine their needs and find the optimum solution. 

The family-run Truax Printing has its roots in the newspaper business beginning in 1966, when Jon and Salome Truax began publishing a free paper that served several counties.  They also purchased a Multilith press and offered offset printing.  Then in 1972, they purchased the nearly 100 Year old Loudonville Times.  The company expanded into a full service commercial operation over the years, adding two sheetfed lines, additional web press lines and a high-end bindery department to meet fast turn-around and high quality demands of customers.  
Both of the successful newspapers were sold in 1997, but the two web presses on-site produce book, catalog and magazine work with a highly competitive price structure.  Co-founder Jon Truax retired in 2008, while Salome continues in the role of CFO.  Family members Tom Truax, president; Tom’s wife Coralita, shipping manager; and brothers Bruce Truax, vice president; Dan Truax, account executive; and Zack Truax, account executive, all work together to carry on the family business.
